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Proper Use & Maintenance

Helpful Hints about your SD 501:
1.  Always, always, always run beauty water (5.5 pH Acid --Yellow button on your machine) through your machine for at least five minutes a day. You can collect the beauty water for use or let it go down the drain. This is very important to prevent accumulation of particles on the plates in your machine and will help your machine’s plates to stay cleaner longer.

This really works. Without doing this you will see little white flakes in your water after a time. Do this faithfully everyday.

2.  Always, always, always, BEFORE MOVING YOUR MACHINE …  remove the Electrolysis Enhancer Cartridge (the clear flask on the right of your machine containing the Electrolysis Enhancer Fluid) or you may damage your machine!  This type of damage is not covered by the warranty and, if damage occurs, the cost of the repair would be yours!  The hole at the top of the flask is not tight.  Save the original container that the Electrolysis Enhancer Fluid comes in, along with the little air tight plug, and just pour the fluid back in, when transporting your machine. Then pour the fluid back into the flask and put the flask into your machine when you are ready to begin making water again.

3.  Wait before filling your glass!   When you turn the water on and select a level, the light blinks three of four times.  Only collect the Kangen Water™  into containers when the light quits blinking!
4.)  Secondary Acidic Water   When any of the three Alkaline Drinking Kangen Waters™ (8.5 pH, 9.0 pH, and 9.5 pH) are selected and drinking water comes from the top flexible white hose, the secondary water coming out the grey hose is very nice acid water that may be used on overly alkaline soil, used in your Jacuzzi, great for cleaning or given to acid loving plants like blueberries and hydrangeas, or used to bathe pets and people.  Some people allow the excess water to just go down the drain.

5.  Secondary Alkaline Water  When you push the 5.5 pH Beauty Water setting, the mildly acidic Beauty Water comes out of the white flexible hose on top and an alkaline water comes out the grey secondary hose.  This is a reverse flow which breaks any accumulated alkaline from the plates; therefore this alkaline water is not recommended for drinking. 
6.  White film on glass.  When storing our alkaline drinking water in glass pitchers or glasses, over time, they will develop a harmless white film coating.  This is evidence of the water’s abundant minerals.  To release these minerals, just rinse in 2.5 pH Strong Acid Water or soak them in inexpensive white vinegar for an hour or so.   And there, sparkling bright again!

7.  Emulsifying Oil   For best results in emulsifying oil, allow the 11.5 pH Strong Alkaline Water to sit about 24 hours before using.

8.  Leveling the SD 501   The SD 501 has adjustable legs to facilitate leveling.
9.  Strong Alkaline / Strong Acid Waters   There is no setting for 11.5 pH Strong Alkaline Water; it comes out of the top white flexible hose at the same time the 2.5 pH Strong Acid Water (Orange Button) is pushed to bring Strong Acid Water from the grey hose.  These two strong waters are collected at the same time and stored in separate containers.  
To produce these two strong waters, the processor uses the Electrolysis Enhancer Fluid from the reservoir on the right, behind the panel.  This is the only time this fluid is used.  By collecting these two strong waters at the same time, you get the most out of your Electrolysis Enhancer Fluid without letting one or the other of these precious strong waters go down the drain.
The Strong Alkaline 11.5 pH Water is wonderful for removing oil-based chemicals from fruits and vegetables (soak 20 minutes) as well as removing stains and spots from carpets and fabrics, degreasing throughout the kitchen, etc.
The Strong Acid 2.5 pH Water kills bacteria in 30-seconds and is used in the kitchen, for first aid, and for food poisoning.  
10.   Storing Strong Acid 2.5 pH and Strong Alkaline 11.5 pH   These waters are remarkable cleaners; however, they are not recommended for drinking.  By keeping these waters in dark airtight containers or in a dark cupboard, you can help them last up to two weeks.   Enagic has wonderful inexpensive air tight black containers, pumps and sprays for safely storing these strong waters. .

11.  Pre-filters  In areas which have hard water, a pre-filter is recommended.  These are listed on the corporate website:  www.enagic.com / Shopping.  We recommend the KDF 2-stage filter, about $98.  This is an excellent protection for machines processing hard water.  The filter is placed in-line between your tap water and your Kangen Water™ ionizer.  Homes that already have a whole-house water filter, or a salt or potassium water softener can continue to use these, as they are beneficial for your ionizer and will extend the life and use of your machine.
12.  “Notice of Cleaning” --  “It Cleans It.”  These voice messages occur automatically after every 15-minutes of use.  When the first message is heard, just turn on the water … you will hear the second message … and let it run, FAST … the water is reverse-flowing, to break loose any alkaline deposits that may have attached to the plates.  You will see “Cleaning” in the display.  After about 30 seconds, the machine will automatically announce what ever setting it is on and start producing that water.  This same cleaning cycle will ALWAYS occur after producing Strong Acid Water/Strong Alkaline Water.
13.  Again, we are advised to run 5.5 pH Beauty Water for about five minutes a day.  This is a very important maintenance/cleaning procedure … again, this is reverse flow … to flush off any accumulated alkaline from the plates.  Many of us use this precious Beauty Water to wash our face, and the drawing of it twice a day will fulfill that 5-minute run period.  If you collect it in a pan, do NOT warm it on the stove … this will drop the ORP and alkalinity.  
14.  The machine CAN take moderately warm water. First, run TAP water in the sink until it has reached its hottest point. Then, still running it in the sink … adjust the temperature to a moderate warmth and slow down the flow.  THEN, adjust the diverter to ION and this softly warmed Beauty Water will process in the ionizer.  Remember, our ionizers cannot take HOT water!  We will get scolded  --  “Hot Water Protection!”

15.   Testing the pH and ORP   With our new ionizer, we receive a small squeeze bottle of red pH testing drops and a small glass vile.  Fill the vile half full of the ionized water; then drop in 2 drops of the red testing chemical.  We can compare the colors each water produces with the full page pH color chart, also included.  For a more detailed pH read, we can order a pH Meter … Milwaukee is recommended ($50). .  Milwaukee also makes an ORP meter ($100) SM 500.  Do not purchase a combination meter, they are not accurate. Here is one website that carries the Milwaukee products:

Do not attempt to test your ionized water pH with pH test strips; they are formulated to work with urine and saliva, not ionized water! 
16.  Drawing ordinary tap water  The white Diverter attached to your kitchen faucet has three positions:  TAP --  ION  --  Show     The TAP position will allow you to run hot or cold tap water directly into the sink.  The Show position delivers a nice shower spray into the sink.  And of course, ION diverts the tap water into the ionizer. 

17.  “Replace the Filter”   After processing 3,000 gallons, your machine will announce that the filter must be changed.  This message will repeat and repeat until the RESET button is pushed, which is done when a new filter is installed.  Since there is no advance warning, you may be unable to change the filter immediately.  You can push the RESET button (inside the left black filter cover) to stop the announcement, BUT … BE SURE TO CHANGE THE FILTER!!   When changing the filter, be sure to follow Enagic’s directions exactly.

18. Cleaning Cartridge  Before installing a new filter, it is best to run a Cleaning Cartridge ($18).  We are told we can let this clean overnight. Cleaning Cartridges can be used only once.  After use, be sure to throw it away.  Enagic recommends that in areas of very hard water you run a Cleaning Cartridge every three months. If you see white flakes in your water; use a Cleaning Cartridge. If your ORP has dropped, use a Cleaning Cartridge.

19.  Maintaining Supplies  Always be prepared for the next filter change.  Have a supply of cleaning cartridges on hand, and at least one filter.  Depending upon source water and usage, we should use a cleaning cartridge once every three or four months.  We use them only one time; they are not reusable. Your SD 501 comes with a high grade filter which filters out lead and chlorine. This is important if you have an older house with lead pipes, or if the city still has lead water pipes. These run $120; but periodically the company puts filters on sale, so stock up!  We also need to keep a supply of Electrolysis Enhancer Fluid on hand.
20.   RESET BUTTON Precautions!  After using the Cleaning Cartridge and replacing the Filter, the Reset Button is pushed.  Your machine will automatically go another 3,000 gallons before telling you to change the filter.  If the Reset Button is pushed, but the filter is not changed at that time … your machine will continue to go another 3,000 gallons and your water will not have the ORP etc. that is desired.  --  Be sure to hit the Reset Button and change the filter in the SAME TIME FRAME!

The Orange Button says “STRONG ACID” – but 11.5 pH COMES FROM TOP HOSE at the same time that 2.5 pH, Strong Acid, comes from grey hose.

ORANGE BUTTON --  STRONG ACID
2.5 pH  Strong Acidic Water 

This antiseptic water kills bacteria, staph, e-coli, salmonella, MRSA, etc. 
Spray on skin several times a day if subject to infection.
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
